	A Conference entitled “The Politics of Memory in a Global Context” took place on November 4th-- 5th  2014 in New York City.  The first session, “Remembering the Past in Public; A Conversation” took place at the 9/11 Museum. The event was sponsored by the Columbia University Committee on Global Thought. IC MEMO chair, Karen Franklin, participated in the planning and suggested Thomas Lutz, deputy chair of IC MEMO, as a speaker.  Psychologist William Hirst (author of a 10-year study of individual memories of 9/11), Henry Rousso (French contemporary historian), and Steve Davis (museum’s architect), also took part in the discussion that was moderated by Bruce Shapiro (Executive Director, Columbia Journalism School).

The next morning an intense four-hour workshop on the topic “Critics and Analytics: Presentation of the Past in the 9/11 Museum” was organized at Columbia University and attended by 50 faculty members and students. Chaired by historian Carol Gluck (Columbia), Henry Rousso as well as Charles Strozier (psychoanalyst and author of the book “Until the Fires stops Burning”), Jeffrey Alexander (sociologist and author of the book “Trauma: A Social Theory”), Daphne Shohamy (cognitive neurologist who especially deals with the topic of learning and memory in the brain) and Thomas Lutz (head of the Memorial Museums Department of the Topography of Terror Foundation and as representative of IC MEMO) exchanged their opinions and their knowledge.

	7) Synthesis of the Activities and Obtained Results

	2014 has been a year of building and growth for IC MEMO.   We reached out to non-member museums internationally who could be enriched in our conversation. Karen Franklin and Thomas Lutz , IC MEMO Vice Chair, met in NY with  Elizabeth Silkes of the International Coalition of Sites of Conscience, to identify opportunities for cooperation.   As a result of this meeting we are hoping to share speakers at future conferences and identify young professionals who could be interested in IC MEMO. We came to realize that although “Sites” offers valuable programs at many of its member institutions and organizations, and networking of tremendous value, especially to its very small members, IC MEMO is unique and invaluable in providing the highest level  of professional development and academic discourse for its members, and provides access to the ICOM community. We are also seeking opportunities to partner with other ICOM committees to strenghten our knowledge and enable us all to learn together, and will be working towards this in planning our 2015 conference.  
Thanks to the attention and dedication of our Secretary Markus Moors, outreach by board members, development and dissemination of membership brochures, a project coordinated by Ophelia Leon, participation in a strong conference, and assistance by ICOM staff, we grew to 93 individual members from 81 in 2013, and 28 institutional members to from 22 last year, over 15% growth. We are anticipating an even greater leap in interest and growth in 2015 both because of our energy and because our 2015 annual meeting in Munich and Flossenbuerg promises to be an extraordinary one.  We continue to receive inquiries from interested professionals from locations including Latvia, Iran, Armenia, various African countries, and China.
2014 also saw the establishment of an updated web page directly connected to the ICOM web site. It now includes: our Membership Brochure in English, French, German and Spanish; Information about  membership and  past conferences; description of 2015 meeting – registration information should be available by April; photographs of past conferences; and copies of papers. Our web page is coordinated by Iratxe Moimoito, a vice-chair of IC MEMO.
IC MEMO took steps to integrate our leadership into the fabric of the ICOM community this year in order to fully participate in its programs and bring our expertise to bear in public conversation. Two officers and a board member – Secretary Markus Moors, Treasurer Ophelia Leon, and Board Member Bruno Boyer, participated in the Paris Meeting in June, 2014.  Chair Karen S. Franklin attended the ICOM conference in St. Petersburg, Museums and Politics, and presented a paper on Looted Cultural Property.  Her voice was noted in the larger and ongoing debate on cultural property.  As a committee chair she holds a seat on the ICOM-US board, and she attended the ICOM-US board meeting in Washington DC in fall, 2014, and gave a report on IC MEMO.
Because this year was one of building and our ICOM financial apportionment was limited, so was our spending.   We were conservative in our planning to insure necessary funds to prepare for the coming years. Now that we are stable and sustainable, understand the ICOM disbursement system, and confident in our ability to carry through on the work we have undertaken, we will be requesting additional funding for more specific projects.  We have developed a budget for next year that anticipates our needs and allows for growth in leadership development, young professional development, and engaging our membership.  We will also be taking the opportunity to add to the ICOM subsidy monies that are already in our treasury to be used towards these goals.
The board shares one disappointment this year, that we were not able to identify a young professional to apply for an ICOM travel grant.  We had hoped to suggest a participant from South America, but we have few members from this area and could not identify an appropriate candidate. We hope to recommend someone next year, and even to offer additional support from our own funds for additional candidates as we feel this is a high priority.

It is clear that the accomplishments this year were possible because of the cooperation of the entire board working together.  Additionally, we were able to garner support from the tireless efforts of loyal IC MEMO members outside of the board structure. Julie Higashi from Japan submitted a conference to ICOM News.  ICOM-US board members were engaged to help us with membership and promoting the committee.   Hans-Martin Hinz advocated with us internationally to encourage membership.
We are extremely grateful to the support of the Paris staff. You have been reliably responsive to all our requests and incredibly helpful at every point along the way.
